CODES:  0    =   Campus residence status is unknown. 

1    =  On Campus:  Student lives in institution-owned living quarters for 
students.  These are typically institution-owned dormitories, 
residence halls or other facilities. 

2    =  With parents/other relatives: Student lives at home with parents or 
other relatives. 

 3    =  Off Campus:  Student lives off campus in non-institution-owned 
housing, but not with his or her parents or other relatives.
